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Meet the Brewer

Andwell is the vision of Adam Komrower who spent three years investigating

how he could create a local brewery, in Hampshire, to brew quality, hand

crafted beers.

During his investigation, he came across the Copper Dragon Brewery, in Skip-

ton, who were upgrading their 10 barrel plant. This equipment, custom made

by Bavarian Brewing technology, was ideal
He was also looking for an experienced brewer to deliver the quality and con-

sistency required to fulfil his dream. He found Tim Collins who had 25 years
experience of brewing, in France, and persuaded him to return to the UK to

join the Andwell team,
taking charge of recipe
development and brew-
ing.

Adam and Tim brewed
their first batch of
Resolute on the 10"
second beer was Gold
Muddler. Both  were
supplied to the CAMRA
beer festival 2008 at
the Moose Hall in Bas-
ingstoke, where they

Havant is truly a micro brewery, being a one barrel plant
i nstalled in the garage of
house. Brewing only began in April 2009

Finished is a special bitter at 5%. The colour is that of
conkers. The taste is of coffee and caramel derived from
four malts; Pale, Chocolate, Crystal and Amber, plus
added Mollases. Hops are a classic English combination
of Goldings for bitterness and Fuggles and Goldings for
aroma.

Well done to all the brewers in Hampshire as it was very close and out of 87
there had to be a favourite on the day, but the real winners are the real ale
drinkers of Hampshire. What a fantastic showing of the best that this county
has to offer, so next time youodre
ask for a Hampshire ale.
